Optional Tour #1 – Concordia, KS $75 per person: Concordia is the stained-glass 

capital of Kansas and you will learn why when we stop at the Cloud County Tourism 

Office where you will also enjoy some coffee and cookies. See the Whole Wall Mural 

History, the longest sculpted brick mural in the U.S. Next, we will tour the National 

Orphan Train Historic Site. An estimated 250,000 orphaned, abandoned, and 

homeless children were placed throughout the US and Canada during the Orphan 

Train Movement from 1854-1929. This historic and passionate movement helped 

thousands of children find permanent homes. Visit the Nazareth Convent, the 

landmark red building has been the spiritual home for the Sisters of St. Joseph of 

Concordia, and all of the sisters in the congregation try to “come home” at least twice 

a year for community gatherings called “Assemblies.” The final stop today is at the 

WWII POW Camp Concordia Complex where at its peak, the camp held more than 

4,000 German POW’s, 880 US guards and close to 200 staff personnel. 
 

Day 3 (Optional Tour #2 – Nebraska City, NE includes Lunch - 15 pax required) 
Optional Tour #1 – Nebraska City, NE $85 per person: We will start our day at the 

Kregel Windmill Factory Museum, the last intact, historic windmill factory in the US 

that provides visitors with a unique look back at the early 20th century American 

manufacturing. Lunch is included at the Lied Lodge where the founder of the Arbor 

Day Foundation, John Rosenow, oversaw the design and construction. To complete 

our day we will stop at the Kimmel Orchard & Winery. September is the ideal time for 

apples and wine tasting.  
 

Day 4 (Optional Tour #3 – Kansas City, MO includes Lunch – 15 pax required) 
Optional Tour #3 – Kansas City, MO $79 per person: Enjoy a film and self-guided tour 

at the Hallmark Cards Visitor Center. Discover how a teenager from Nebraska tucked 

two shoeboxes of postcards under his arm and set out to create an iconic company in 

Kansas City. Next, enjoy an authentic Kansas City BBQ Lunch complete with all the 

fixins’. Next we will enjoy a move and a self-guided tour of the Steamboat Arabia 

Museum. When the might Steamboat Arabia sank near Kansas City on September 5, 

1856, she carried 200 tons of mystery cargo. Our last stop today is just fun at the 

Moon Marble Company. You will find everything from glass blow jewelry, paperweights 

and other various items while watching live marble-making demonstrations.
