Most of the big names in Milwaukee’s brewing industry, banking industry and  

manufacturing industry all now reside at the Forest Home Cemetery. Forest Home  

is both a public cemetery and garden cemetery, meaning it was designed to serve as a public park while family  

members would make a day out of visiting their deceased loved ones. You will see the enormous and magnificent 

granite structures of the Schlitz family, Pabst family, Harnischfeger family, Davidson family, and the largest of 

them all belonging to the Blatz family. 

 

Next, we are headed to Milwaukee’s Most Haunted Bar. Just when you think you’re alone, you’re really not. 

During a historical talk you will learn about the history as a brothel to current day and why some people just won’t 

leave. After the tour, enjoy a signature beer and have some time if you would like to journey to one of the other 

levels of this establishment to explore a bit more.

“spirits”.
