Day4 B,D

unable to cruise, a visit to the Virginia Aquarium will quench our thirst for cute
sea life including seals, sea turtles ans sharks. Next, it's on to the Virginia Beach
Farmer's Market where we will sample fresh local produce and more during a
private tasting tour that highlights the best the market has to offer. A local craft
Brewery tour and tasting follows. Finish off the day at the Military Aviation
Museum. Take a guided tour of one of the largest private collections of WWII and
Korean War era aircraft in the world. Dinner will be served at the museum where
ou will also be entertained by a talented local musician.
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Day5 B,D

Have an early morning stroll on the 3-mile boardwalk (just steps from your hotel) to bid farewell to Virginia Beach. We are
headed further south to Myrtle Beach, SC. On arrival, check in to your Oceanfront accommodations with private balcony and
a direct view of the ocean at the Beach Cove Resort. After some time to get settled, head off to enjoy the award-winning
buffet at Original Benjamins Calabash Seafood, an original landmark on the Grand Strand.

Transportation will be provided to Broadway at the Beach
which is loaded with shops, restaurants and attractions. Check out Ripley’s Aquarium, Wonder Works, or the Hollywood Wax
Museum. Or, hang back at the resort, relax and enjoy the beach. In the afternoon, we’ll head to Duplin Winery for some
tasting and (possibly) shopping. Dinner tonight at Chestnut Hill (serving the freshest, homemade foods found anywhere on
the Strand) is followed by the Carolina Opry. This award-winning show blends high-energy music, comedy and dance in a
luxurious theatre complete with state-of-the-art lighting, sound and special effects. CNBC named this show the “Top
attraction in Myrtle Beach”.

Day7 B,D

A leisurly start today before we take the short drive to Brookgreen Gardens, which is a unique melding of art, nature, and
history. Brookgreen is the floral jewel of South Carolina’s coast and also contains the largest and most comprehensive
collection of American figurative sculpture in the country, displayed in a stunning garden setting, three galleries, and a visible
storage and research facility. The Lowcountry zoo has been an important element of the mission for Brookgreen Gardens.
After plenty of time to take in the sights, sounds and smells at the gardens, depart for a Plantation River cruise tour. History
will come alive as you view former rice fields, former plantation homes and more. Bring your camera as you may see Bald
Eagles, Ospreys and other birds. Now that you have satisfied your appetite for adventure, it's time to head off to another great
dinner followed by an evening of entertainment at the Alabama Theatre. ONE The Show delivers music, dance, and comedy
that will have you ready to dance in the aisles.
