Check in to our hotel.  This evening enjoy a Welcome dinner with a 

toast of Polish Vodka.  Overnight:  Warsaw (L,D) 

September 23—Day 3: WARSAW 

After breakfast, your day will take you to the beautiful Royal Castle, then a 

stop at the famous Chocolate café, “Wedel” to taste the delicious hot 

chocolate and cake, A visit to the Uprising Museum and finally finish your tour 

with trying your hand at making Pierogis.

restaurant. Overnight:  Krakow  (B,L, D) 

September 25—Day 5:   KRAKOW 

Today’s tour features Schindler’s Factory Tour, then a walk in the Kazimierz 

District – Numerous cozy art cafes, galleries and antique shops, paved street 

and monuments of Jewish culture draw tourists with a magnetic force.  Lunch 

on your own before visiting the former Jewish town starting at the Jewish Cultural Centre and leading to the New Jewish 

Cemetery.  Return to your hotel where the balance of the evening is free for dining on your own. Overnight:  Krakow (B)
